The Rules!!! 
 
This competition is open to all paid up members of the YFC. 
The Hammer will be held by the Club. 
The Club may be challenged by any other Club to take part in any activity not already included in the County YFC 
programme. 
Any other Club, including the Club, who has just lost the Hammer, may challenge the Club holding the hammer. 
When a Club wins the Hammer, please contact the County Office so we can offer a challenge in “Action Press” and 
on the answer phone. 
No Clubs should refuse a challenge.  All challenges must be in writing, which state what activities are to take place, 
and what clothes are required, with a copy to the County Office.  The challenge must take place within one month of 
the date of the letter. 
The first challenge in writing must be accepted. 
The Club holding the Hammer will be responsible for recording the challenge and result in the Hammer Book. 
The Club holding the hammer must give at least 7 days notification of cancellation if unable to attend the challenge. 
The Hammer must be forfeited if this happens within the 7 days before the day of the competition. All cancellations 
are to be resolved by t he clubs with good reasons only

don't forget to tell the County Office
