Foundation 

Within the Childrenôs Village at Kamuzinda the Molly and Paul 

Childcare Foundation provides a Primary, Secondary & Farm 

School, 10 Children Homes and a Medical Clinic. The 

Farm/Technical School is not only used to teach vocational skills 

but is able to produce food that is used to help feed the children. 

There are over 200 children now living in Kamuzinda village and 

some 700 children are educated and cared for. 

They also have five other Schools within Masaka and Kampala 

where they are able to help many children from poor rural areas 

and inner-city slums who would normally be denied the 

opportunity of an education. 

Most of the funds to support this foundation comes from the Pearl 

of Africa Choir which comes over to the UK.

The rest of the day would be free to do projects with the money the team 

raised before coming out. Before we made our chooses on this we visited 

all the schools and the local town to see what we could do.  



We soon got used to where things were and getting up at 

6am!! We were all getting stuck in with the farm work. We 

got introduced to everyone and had a meeting with the 

directors to see what projects they would like us to help 

with.  



We were shown around the school 

and we could see that the school 

did not have enough desks for all 

the children. We said we would buy 

timber so the students at the farm 

school could make the desks in 

their carpentry lessons. We could 

also see they did not have enough 

exercise books and pencils so we 

brought them 300 of each.

Project Four ï Out reach feeding program 

We helped 10 families who live out in the bush. We supplied them with 

some much needed food and medicine and took it out to them.

locations so we went

This meant that they now needed to get the crops in the ground. We 

brought some maize seeds and fertiliser and set to and planted them.  



Project Six ï Medical Clinic
